Background 
   The Found Theatre’s mission is to provide low cost, intimate, quality, alternative 
theatre which would provide actors, directors and technicians with a home where they 
can refine their craft. The Found Theatre wishes to honor their Founder, Cynthia Galles, 
with a Memorial Scholarship through Soroptimist International of Long Beach.  
 
Purpose 
   To assist Long Beach women pursuing an AA or higher degree in theatre arts or 
theatre management.  This $1,000/year scholarship winner will be selected and honored 
in spring. Scholarships will be distributed at the Awards Luncheon. 
 
Eligibility 
1. Be a Long Beach resident (current or prior to attending college program)  
2. Enrolled in a college or university undergraduate or graduate degree program in 

Theatre Arts or Theatre Management; 
3. Be in good academic standing with a GPA of at least 3.0; 
4. Complete application process. 
 
Application Process-Applications Due March 31st 
Please complete the application in Microsoft Word, sign and submit application with the 
following information: 

• Academic transcripts 
• Two Letters of recommendation from faculty who have knowledge of the 

applicant’s commitment to the theatre programs. 
• Completion of Application to include personal statement, questions and essay. 

(not to exceed two attached pages).

Criteria 

1. Academic standing as verified in college transcript 
2.  Commitment to a career in Theatre programs as well as campus/community 

involvement evidenced by personal statement, questions, essay and faculty 
recommendations. 

 
Selection and Notification 

1. A selection committee consisting of members of Soroptimists of Long Beach and 
a Found Theatre Representative 

2. The recipient will be notified in April and be expected to attend a luncheon to be 
recognized as winner of the Found Theatre Cynthia Galles Memorial Soroptimist 
Scholarship. The scholarship award will be presented at the Soroptimist 
Luncheon in May.
